3.  Name – Go through the alphabet and come up with Biblical names and/or characteristics of 

God 

       Malachi 3:16 – NKJV - Then those who feared the Lord spoke to one another, 

And the Lord listened and heard them; So a book of remembrance was written before Him for 

those who fear the Lord and who meditate on His Name. 

 

        There are 8 times in the OT when “Jehovah” (God) is combined with an attribute or 

characteristic of God.  This is a good “zoom in” on God’s name.      

 

 (1) JEHOVAH-TSIDKENU: "Jehovah our righteousness" 

Jeremiah 23:6 – “This is the Name He will be called, “The Lord our righteousness.”   

     Thank Him for _____________________ – I am a new creature in Christ  II Cor. 5:17 

 

(2) JEHOVAH-M'KADDESH: "Jehovah who sanctifies" 

Leviticus 22:32 – “I am the Lord who makes you holy.” 

    Thank Him for cleansing from sin, and setting me apart for His _________________.  II 

Tim. 2:21  

 

(3) JEHOVAH-SHALOM: "Jehovah is peace" 

Judges 6:24 (the angel to Gideon) – “peace, do not be afraid…He named the place “The Lord is 

peace” 

     Isa. 26:3 (KJV)  -  – keep in perfect peace whose mind is fixed on Thee – The prayer here is, 

“Lord, help me keep my mind fixed on ________________!” 

 



(4) JEHOVAH-SHAMMAH: "Jehovah is there" 

Ezekiel 48:35 – The name of the Holy City will be ‘The Lord is there”             Heb. 13:5 -  

never leave or forsake me 

    Present with me today! 

    The word also has with it the idea of “_____________________________ presence” – ask 

God to overflow you and spill out onto someone today! 

 

 (5) JEHOVAH-ROPHE: "Jehovah heals" 

Exodus 15:26 – I am the Lord who heals you. 

    All healing – physical, emotional, spiritual – comes FROM God 

 

(6)  JEHOVAH-JIREH: "God's provision shall be seen" 

Genesis 22:14 – Abraham going to sacrifice Isaac – a ram caught in the bushes – He named the 

place, “The Lord will provide”.      

    God sees ahead of time and provides.   (Philippians 4:19 – supply all my needs - and He 

knows what we need – Matt. 6) 

 

(7) JEHOVAH-ROHI: "Jehovah my shepherd" - Psalm 23:1 

 

(8) JEHOVAH-NISSI: "Jehovah my banner" 

Exodus 17:15 –Moses named the place “The Lord is my banner” 

    He fights my battles for me, and I have victory in Him. 

Rom. 8:37 – more than conqueror.
